Nose / Bouquet A surprisingly restrained nose of muted 
berries.  
 

Taste / Palate Fermentation in a combination of new, 
French oak hogheads and slightly aged, 
American oak barriques, has bequeathed a 
superb wine which won Gold at the Decanter 
World Wine Awards 2005 and Silver at the 
2004 London International Wine Challenge. 
Furthermore, it has been named in the Top 
Ten Shiraz of the World by Decanter 
Magazine. This is a dark, full bodied Shiraz 
with intense varietal fruit with ripe berry and 
spice notes. Currants and dark chocolate are 
present, complemented by vanilla and oak, 
leading to a clean, balanced tannin finish.
